They were struggling sharecroppers (two cows, two pigs, several dozen chickens

and turkeys, a small vineyard, a few plots of corn, wheat, and vegetables….) who sacrificed

enormously in post-WWII Italy to send their children to school, in the hope of assuring

them a better life.
